Membership and Creditable Service were discussed by the Board.  As a result of a recent court 

decision that affirms the position once a member always a member the Board must promulgate a 

regulation to prorate service time when a current member’s hours fall below the 20 hour 

membership.  As part of the discussion the Board spoke of raising the threshold for membership 

from the current 20 hours a week for a position to possibly 32 hours or 1664 annually.  The 

School dept. employees would be most impacted by any increase in the membership threshold.  

If enacted the change would be prospective only.  The City Auditor would like to meet with 

representatives of the School Department prior to any change to membership.
