65 King Street - Special Permit and Variance: Upon a motion by John Reynolds 
and seconded by Matthew Armendo, the Board voted unanimously to continue the 
hearing to January 14, 2002.  Upon a motion by John Reynolds and seconded by 
Morris Bergman, the Board voted unanimously to reconsider.  Upon a motion by 
John Reynolds and seconded by Morris Bergman, the Board voted to deny the 
requested Special Permit and Variance.  
 
5 Denny Street - Special Permit: Upon a motion by John Reynolds and seconded by 
Amar Kapur, the Board voted to approve the requested Special Permit. 
 
340 Grove Street – Extension of Time For Special Permit: Upon a motion by John 
Reynolds and seconded by Matthew Armendo, the Board voted to approve the 
requested Extension of Time for six months. 
 
30 Pullman Street – Extension of Time For Special Permit: Upon a motion by 
John Reynolds and seconded by Amar Kapur, the Board voted to approve the 
requested Extension of Time for six months. 
 
765 West Boylston Street - Variance: Upon a motion by John Reynolds and 
seconded by Amar Kapur, the Board voted to approve the requested Variance. 
 
5 Simmons Avenue – Variance: Upon a motion by Matthew Armendo and seconded 
by Amar Kapur, the Board closed the hearing and took the matter under advisement.  
At the end of the meeting and upon a motion by Amar Kapur and seconded by 
Thomas Hannigan, the Board voted 3-2 (Matthew Armendo and John Reynolds voted 
to deny) to approve the requested Variance.  Since 4 votes are required for approval, 
the requested Variance was denied.
